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Editors Notes

Dear Readers,

Welcome to issue 38 of ROGTEC Magazine, Russia and
the Caspian’s leading upstream focussed technology
publication.

Regional tensions and the relationship between Russia and
the west are as strained as they have been since the cold
war, with the crisis in Ukraine driving an increasing wedge
between East and West. Simply put, The EU and the US
are accusing Russia of being heavily involved in arming and
equipping the rebel separatists in Ukraine with both military
hardware and manpower, although they have, significantly,
stopped short of actually accusing Russia of invading
Ukraine’s sovereign territory. Russia of course denies this,
and the propaganda machine on both sides are running
overtime. The reality, as is often the case in such conflicts,
is most likely, somewhere in the middle. The tragedy is that
while the Geo Politicians blame each other, the death toll
rises and the misery for those caught in conflict increases.

Reticent up until now because of key business
relationships that could potentially be disrupted, the EU
stepped up the sanctions on Russia at the end of July

to include key sectors such as Energy and Finance. Of
course, this included specific sanctions on the import of Ol
technology. There were however some key wordings that
that made the sanctions as permissive as possible. They
only covered Arctic, deepwater or shale oil exploration,
and did not apply to any deals that had been signed or
had already been “agreed”. Indeed, since the sanctions
have been imposed, ExxonMobil and Rosneft started
drilling the first well in the Kara sea as part of their arctic
agreement. What we are seeing is companies attempting
to continue their business relationships, show commitment
to a region that is hugely important to both the operators,
service companies and manufactures, whilst the legal
teams assess what is and isn't permissible. Continued
partnership is essential.

This should result in a lasting peace for both sides and for
the civilians caught in the middle of the conflict. Following
on, business will hopefully return to normal with a removal
of all sanctions from both sides.
